Sanskrit Sopana – II

This course aims at developing learners’ skills for listening, speaking, reading, and writing the 
Sanskrit language with a reasonable level of competency.

The Sanskrit Sopana II course builds on ‘Sanskrit Sopana I’ and is designed to address the needs 
of the students appearing for the Sanskrit Examination at the SC level.

After the successful completion of this course, the learners will be able to comprehend, 
appreciate and translate adapted passages from the prescribed texts. They will acquire the ability 
to transliterate both seen and unseen passages along with demonstrating an understanding and 
application of the basic rules of formal grammar.

Entry Requirement:

A pass in Sanskrit Sopana-I
Equivalent qualifications acceptable to the Mahatma Gandhi Institute.
(Note: Candidates may be called to undergo an aptitude test)
