This course aims at providing students with foundational knowledge and basic skills in Sanskrit

through transliteration (lipyantara - ﬁﬂlr_vl'\’) translation (bhasantara — HIYIX) and
comprehension to respond to Sanskrit papers for CIE School Certificate.

The objective of the course is learning of Sanskrit phonemes, morphemes and syntax focusing on
pronunciation and transliteration. Learners will be able to understand and generate simple Sanskrit
sentences at the end of the course. They will develop the ability to comprehend basic Sanskrit
textbooks.
