2. Each artist will be allotted a space for 
· 3D works: 2 m length x 2 m width 
· 2D works: 2 m in width x whole height of the allocated space.
3. Participants have to cater for all their own materials for the display and provide all relevant information in the participation form.
4. Artists showcasing installations or artwork consisting of more than one piece have to display their work personally on agreed date and time.

5. Participants will be responsible for the transportation of the artwork to and from the venue.  Participants are requested to remove and collect their works on 19 and 20 August 2019 from 9 hrs to 16 hrs.
6. The organising team will be responsible for allocation of space.  Artists who require specific space may send their request to the organisers in the application form.
7. Artworks displayed will be covered by a nominal insurance during the exhibition.  Works not collected after 20 August 2019 will not be covered by insurance and the Mahatma Gandhi Institute will not be liable for any loss and/or damage of the exhibit.
8. The Mahatma Gandhi Institute reserves the right to reproduce the selected artwork for advertising and promotional purposes.
9. Mahatma Gandhi Institute reserves the right not to accept artworks deemed inappropriate for the exhibition.
10. A levy of 15% will be retained on any sold work.
Interested participants will have to send their application either by post or email (registry_finearts@mgi.ac.mu) to Mahatma Gandhi Institute, School of Fine Arts, Moka.

Criteria for invited artists

· Artists will have to submit their participation form by 21 June 2019
· Artists are requested to submit their work ready for display by 25 July 2019.
Criteria for new participants
· Application procedures apply to artists who have not participated in more than three Editions of Salon de Mai.
· A panel will be responsible for the selection of proposals.  The decision of the panel will be final and without appeal.  Only one proposal will be selected and the final work submitted must be close to the proposal.
· Participants should be of Mauritian nationality and should:
have undergone a minimum of 3 years of study from a recognized Art Institution 
OR  have ten years’ experience in the field 
OR  have done solo exhibition and participated in group exhibitions
OR  are regular practising artists
· New participants should send their participation form accompanied by:

(i) their proposals 

(ii) a concept note on the proposed work 

(iii) photograph of 3 past works

(iv) a detailed CV

Closing dates for submission of application forms for new participants
All application forms must be submitted to the School of Fine Arts by 25 June 2019 for selection.  Selection announcement will be made by 1st July 2019 and selected artists will submit their works ready for display by 25 July 2019.
